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son before being knocked out.

Giulvezan and the Hawks are not tak-
ing the Blue Devils lightly. He said his
team needs to play its game, cash in on
the opportunities it creates, and it
should be able to advance. “I think we
just need to go about our husiness,” he
said about beating Wickliffe.

If Hawken is able to live up to expec-
tations this season, it will need a strong
game from forward Burgess and two
center midfielders, junior Spencer
Mischka and senior captain Ryan Giust.
Both players are pivotal in scoring goals
and pushing the ball up top to Burgess,
so he can finish.

“His ability to read the game, his ele-

gance and his services to the forwards
has been outstanding,” Giulvezan said
of Mischka.

Giust has been hampered with a leg
injury much of the season but saw some
action in the Newbury match. The
Hawken coaches are trying to work him
back into game shape. His return is
good news for the Hawks, because he is
one of their players, and they’ll need
him to advance far this year. :

“When he played and he was healthy,
his ability to use both of his feet, his
ability to carry the ball and dribble and
his ability to score goals in important
games were what made him special,”
Giulvezan said.

This year, the Hawks will be prepared
for the Blue Devils and realize what an
off day can mean. Giulvezan and his
team aren’t taking anything for granted.
“We cannot have a bad day, because
everything will be over fast,” he said.
