“I felt we started really well,”
~ Hawken coach Dani Giulvezan
said. “The tempo was good. The
passing was good. We had a
good way of going about the

game.” ; o
Mischka gave the Hawks the
lead in the 14th minute, taking a
nice ball from Danny Wilhelm
and slotting a strong right-footed
finish from the right side of the
box.

Despite a 15-4 advantage in
shots on target and a majority of
possession, Hawken didn’t shake
goalkeeper Brandon Johnstin and
a game Aquinas side until the
second half. Mischka pounced on
a loose ball on the edge of the box
in the 49th minute and put away a
quality low strike to the bottom
right corner. ;

He finished off the scoring in
the 52nd minute with a screamer
from the left side. '

“I thought it was excellent,”
Mischka said of the Hawks’ per-
formance. “Every single game,
we’ve been getting better and bet-
ter. Our defense has stepped up.
They haven’t given up a goal in
so long. '

~ “I think everybody up there
really wants to score, and we
have the technical ability and we
have the pace. We just need to go
with it and keep that desire to go
to the goal.”

For Hawken, the goal now is to
finally break through in the final
four. Hawken is now 5-1 in
regional finals since 2000, but has
six state runner-up finishes to its
credit in eight total chances. The
Hawks won their only state title
in 2000, but are hopeful they have
a great shot at one this year if
they keep up what was on-display
Saturday.

“I'm very proud of my pro-
gram,” Giulvezan said. “It’s a
very good day for Hawken today
again, and hopefully we can make
it to Friday in Columbus. But
we’re going to take it one game at
